Saturday, April 5th 
On Saturday, April 5th, the public is invited to come out to Kiroli Park in West Monroe from 10:00 
a.m. to 2:00 p.m. for a day of fun outdoor activities for the whole family. Events will include: Activity 
Booths - Booths will feature activities such as water rockets, tornado bottles, stick horse rodeo, 
friendship bracelet making, horse shoe throwing, hat toss and rubber band shooting, roping, and 
first aid demonstrations; Cubannapolis 500 - Scouts build cardboard cars leaving a space where 
they can slip it over their heads and run with it around a race course. Prizes for creativity in 
decorating, winning the race and various other categories will be given. During the race, Scouts will 
have to make a pit stop every lap or two for a tire change or rotation (Scouts take their shoes off 
and put them back on). Additionally, they will get a windshield spray and wipe (wash the face) and 
will refill the gas (get a drink of water); Scout and Celebrity Cookoff Challenges - Scouts will be 
participating in cook off challenges with Chef Hans available for advice and some help with spices. 
Participants will not know what ingredients they have to work with until they arrive that day for the 
cook off. No charge to attend Scout Expo other than regular Kiroli Park admission cost. 

Saturday, April 5th 
For one day only, Saturday, April 5, the Biedenharn Museum and Gardens will be transformed into 
a bonsai garden, courtesy of the Shreveport Bonsai Society. A bonsai exhibit and two workshops 
will be offered as part of the event. The exhibit will feature a wide variety of bonsai specimens, 
including Japanese Black Pine, Chinese Elm, Japanese Maple, Shimpaku Juniper, Fukien Tea and 
Buttonwood. The bonsai garden will be on display in the Fountain Room of the Biedenharn Home 
from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. at no cost to visitors. A Juniper Bonsai workshop for adults will be offered 
from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m. Designed for beginners, participants will learn everything necessary to 
properly care for and maintain their very own bonsai tree, including the basics of pruning, potting 
and training. The trees are of a proven easy-care variety. The roots have been pre-trained so every 
workshop produces an attractive fast-growing bonsai. All tools and supplies will be provided. 
Registration is $90 per person. Shreveport Bonsai Society members will also be offering a 
workshop for children ages 8 and older from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m. The class will be a crash course in 
bonsai, covering history, species, style, design, care and other topics. Children will work on their 
very own bonsai under the guidance of the workshop instructor. Parents are encouraged to 
participate. Everything will be provided, including the tools. Registration is $60 per child. Each 
workshop is limited to 10 persons. Pre-registration is required. Registration is first-come, first-
served. The workshops will be held in the Welcome Room located in ELsong Gardens
